Preface
JF Framework (JFF) is robust, fully configurable and platform independent (MT4/5) framework for developing Expert Advisors (EA).
[bookmark: _GoBack]The main aim of this User Guide is to help as a Quick Start using Expert Advisors (EA) that have been developed based on the JFFramework.


A Quick Start
I won't complicate things from the beginning. The main aim is to provide "A Quick Start". So, please, simply follow the next few steps.
1. Download the software.
Please follow this link for example.

This is a “B” variant of Frama Ribbon EA. Anyway, you could use any other EA based on JFFramework.

2. Unpack an archive file
You can use either archive type (*.rar or *.zip) you like.
They both have the same contents so it’s not necessary to unpack both. 

You can see two files:
JFFramaRibbonB.ex4 – MT4 Expert Advisor (EA)
JFFramaRibbonB.xml – XML configuration file (XML config)

3. Deploy the files
• There is only MT4 version of that EA: JFFramaRibbonB.ex4. 
put it into: \MQL4\Experts folder.
• Configuration XML file: JFFramaRibbonB.xml 
put into: \Terminal\Common\Files folder.
• You will need indicator file: frama ribbon 1.1 (arrows).ex4. 
Download it from this link and 
put it into: \MQL4\Indicators folder.
Important note: How to find all required folders? 
This user guide will help you: Important folders in MT4; see pages 9 - 12.

4. Update XML configuration file
In most cases you will not need to change XML config (for the first quick start).
By default, uses only one symbol: EURUSD, and one time frame: H1 (in shipped compressed archive file).
If your broker is using this symbol don't change your XML configuraton.
Sometimes brokers add suffixes to symbol names. For example:
In this case open in MS Windows Notepad (for now) JFFramaRibbonB.xml file and add “m” suffix into symbol name:
Please be careful. Don’t edit anything else.
Don’t forget to save XML config file.

5. Put EA onto a chart
Open new EURUSD Chart with H1 time frame.
Apply JFRamaRibbon EA to this chart.
Take a look at Experts tab of your MT4 terminal. You can see:
• JFFramaRibbonB loaded successfully
• The path into log file/files located in \MQL4\Files\JFFramework directory.
6. Take a look at log file
Open log file from the above path:
Use MS Windows Notepad (for now).
Notepad++

10. Structure of the XML config file
Get familiar with it
Take a time to familiarize yourself with the layout of XML file. 
Open XML config file. Try to collapse/expand nodes. 
Take a look at highlighted syntax.
