Also i understand that Chaos is depends on many factors, as time or news.... but how we can predict them, or find a chaos zone? Also how can we understand the main chaos direction?[/quote]
The above question is too heavy to answer at once, and if I may be frank, you will need to get to my resource web site to grasp the basic. It is there for every one to use. You do not need to subscribe to anything if that is the problem 

Simply as a chaotic trader, the first thing I do before the opening bell of a session is to demarcate the chart by drawing the main attractors or edges of chaos phase space.  Phase space is the space   - upper and lower limits a chaos will cover say  in a day, or session. 
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There are different types of financial chaos systems. In the above example, the phase space initially shows bullish rally chaotic characteristics.  Ideally this would mean entry the market at the lower edge of chaos phase space.
However when market opened, this condition failed on lower time frames. What need to be done is analyzed the underlying structure through fractal pattern analysis.  This revealed where to put entry 
In figure 2 below this analysis shows that entry point should be at fractal level 2b or when price was 2.1070. From this point we then planned to trade to upper edge of phase space at price level 2.1239. As predicted the price hit moved from 2b in a range upward but failed to breakthrough level 3 by this time it gave more than 90pips. For no apparent reason it started falling back fast, I then advise people to consolidate their profit at below for 60pips. Losing out 30pips.
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The second advice I gave was for people to leave the market or put stop loss at level 2b our entry levels or leave the market all together. Someone then I asked why I refused to advise people to take sell at level 3. This action was not planned for or part of chaos. I am not interested in what causes the moves what is important is that I did not know where that sell is going to and I was able to see it ahead even before it started. 

When price action finally broke my lower edge of chaos I was pissed off and did not trade it again. 

Implications: This is why people said chaos is unpredictable, but that is what I am trying to prove wrong. Would you say I did not predict yesterday price actions very well? Predicting is not all about the exact level price will reach but taking actions to avoid ruins-like knowing where bad things will happen and consolidate your gains and leave the market. 

 I later joined the crude oil and manage to scalp out 117pips. Though GBP/USD gave +200pips. This was abnormal in terms moves in the market.

Protei I think you can see reason with me why I said in my earlier posts, that the first thing that needs to be done is to understand the basic concepts of chaos theory in general and how it can be applied to financial markets. This cannot be taught at one shot in a forum  - that is why I mentioned that I am putting up a resource page on basics of application of chaos to financial markets of cause it was misunderstood. 

This resource page is more than what I can explain why the market is still in action or post in a forum with several graphs at once. If both of us are charting why market is going on and you are watching your graph I will be able tell what is the right fractal or wrong fractal.

On that chart i used only fractals, and no other signals. So what i have understood is that i did everything right, but we must put stop loss little bit higher than fractals that we thought is a reversal. So we must go short if upper fractals are going down. But after we are in short, we should look carefull for the downside fractal, or for the downside bars. If downside moving stops near or higher than last downside fractal, than we immidiately should close our short position...and i believe we will have some profit. 
Also the best signal to go in long\short position is when the last fractal is higher\lower than fractal before it. And we should immidiately go in position after this fractal is triggered. Look on example. The best possitions marked as super.[/quote]

If you see the charts above, first I did not base my analysis on what the fractals are doing or will do. Fractals are points or lines formed by actions of people. What is important is how people react to fractal levels. My plan was based on type of chaos phase space that will prevail for the day, and fractals are only the structure of that phase space. 

I know the next demand will be I should teach or share this knowledge freely with every one how I determine my phase spaces, or how do I know precise levels where turbulence will occur. That is my proprietary trade secrets I am teaching people for a small fee. You will agree this is powerful method and people are searching and making mistakes with it in the past. From your chart it seems that you are trying to go short on an up fractal. The way I understand chaos is that if a fractal is pointing up you place a pending order to Buy above that fractal and if fractal is pointing down you place order to Sell. I could be wrong but it seems as if you are doing it the other way round.[/quote]

This is correct with the old textbooks but that action is not that you are trading chaos. I will use the same graph figure 2 as example
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Statement 1: If a fractal is pointing up you place a pending order to Buy above that fractal. 

In figure 2 assuming we want to implement statement1 above, the question is   how close to level 1 do we place our order - 2pips, 5pip, 10pips away?  If you placed it too close price will spike it and start moving downward if you are in a wrong chaos phase space. Which means that you must still correctly determine the chaos type before that rule works well. 

In chaos trading it is actually the opposite. Buy at the lowest edge of a fractal phase space and sell at upper edge of fractal phase space.

Statement 2: if fractal is pointing down you place order to Sell
The point at which fractal is point downward is at price level 2.0889 after the market has given away +200pips. You could still follow the rules but you must have enough stop loss because we do not know what market will do next. That work well for long-term traders not active day traders with small money

I am not sure if I have answered questions but to keep it short financial chaos trading  for active day trader is as follows:

1. There is main chaos phase space you will need to identify

2. Inside this there are minor chaos phase spaces you will need to constantly monitor in other to target and control your trade to end point of the main chaos. 
3. You will have the ability to know the limits of markets and know what action to take if the limits are triggered or not triggered
