I would want to address the above questions once again using a graph to describe a trading problem 
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Assuming we open our chart to trade and found price in region circled with blue ink. 

Task 1: I will define the chaos phase – and type of chaos - and I will then draw the limits of the phase space on the chart as Lower and Upper Edge of Chaos Phase Space. 

· Space is bounded by upper and lower attractors = edge of chaos 

· Type of chaos would be bearish or bullish. If it is Bullish it means I will not trade any bearish trade but will wait till price hit the lower edge of the chaos.Thus, whatever price action is taking place till price gets to the Lower edge of chaos will be ignored.

Task 2: The initial conditions:

The so-called initial conditions is defined by many variables:- All combined to give perfect initial condition or energy to stir the chaos into action thus price move swiftly or repelled at point A, towards the upper edge of chaos which is the target of bullish trade.

So far entry does not depend neither on Bill Williams’s fractal or any other indicator for that matter except the basic formalization of the initial conditions of chaos theory.

By the time Bill Williams indicator report the fractal symbol at point A, my trade will be at profit at point B. In most cases any trade enter using edge of chaos strategy is always about 50% profitable ahead of other indicators. 

Task 3: Maneuvering the underlying fractal structure

To be able to control trade from lower level to upper edge of chaos requires the ability to interpret fractal patterns that will developed while trade is advancing towards the end of chaos. 
· You can decide to take profit at point B or do a proper interpretation of fractal patterns to check whether the resultant pattern is supporting a rising turbulence or sinking turbulence. 
Final Exit point is like entry point and is also sensitive to the initial conditions

This is a double edge sword and end of chaos is actually the beginning of a new chaos, but this time opposing chaos – bearish chaos.

Time Frame Issue.

Chaos has no time frame limitation, or restrict one to focus on a specific time frame. If it is the start of a chaos, that action will ripple from the smallest observable time frame repeating itself until the highest observable time and end of chaos. This process is called fractal self-similarity patterns. 
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Between Bill Williams’s Fractal at point B and point C is a mini- chaos or phase space or market turbulence and through propriety fractal analysis and interpretation techniques which I have developed I am able to know that the turbulence will move to point D and on to point E and probably to the exit point. 

Assuming again figure 2 was being observed from 5mins time frame, self-similarity concept denotes that this formation will repeat itself in 15mins time frame, 30mins, 1hourly, 4hourly until the end of the day. To be truly self-similar, a pattern that started in lower time frame should be replicated on all scales. Thus initial trade could hit the exit point several times before the end of chaos.  The implication of this for scalp trading or aggressive trader is that one could collect more pips than the phase space (from entry –to-exit) has to offer. The same concept can used to exploit the market with all greed and all the goodies too without any repercussion. So far my current application is to use it to monitor and control one single trade from lower level to the upper level.

Additional notes: Basic Concept of Fractal Self-Similarity.

Financial landscape consists of different price levels and populated with buyers and sellers at those different levels. A financial chaos can either start from the lower level of the mountain or at the upper level. If a chaos starts from the lower level, it can be regarded as bullish chaos; otherwise it will be bearish chaos if it starts from the summit of the mountain.
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In the above diagram, if we know when the fractal that started the bullish chaos pattern developed we could enter the market early at the start of it to reach the summit of the mountain before those traders planning to start bearish chaos gained momentum to do it.

Imagine what will happen to you if you were to be at the bottom of the bullish chaos pattern, and those traders ahead of you suddenly disappeared from the mountain surface? This will cause the heavy boulders, rocks and stones been hauled from the top of the mountain by bearish traders to tumble upon you. This is what is generally referred to as Market Turbulence and may ruin your accumulated profits. Turbulence may also happen if you are at the top of the mountain but failed to look back to see whether you have enough support from traders left in the market that are still wedging your position. If the market followers cheering behind you suddenly disappear from the scene, any little push from the bearish traders will push you back to the lowest level or they may even ruin your position all together.
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Fractals in the financial markets are also like stair cases (steps) along a mountain slope which sometimes act in your favor if you enter and leave chaos market at the right time. Fractals in this way are actually other traders who are coming into the market behind you as they push market prices to higher levels. These are traders who are mostly relying on indicators to enter the market. They act as supports and wedge your position against opposing traders. 
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Fractals can also causes market ruins just because of the overwhelming actions of opposing traders (sellers pushing down prices) but because of the sudden disappearance of traders behind you who are acting as your support. Imagine what will happen if the stair case or a ladder you have used to climb up to the mountain top were suddenly removed or cut off?

An understanding of the concept of self-similarity of fractals is very important. In the diagram below, you will discover, that although the daily chaos may show bullish however, within each time frame different characteristics may prevail. This is the so-called ‘internal structure’ or the ‘underlying structure’ of chaos.[image: image6.png]15-Minutes & Lower




This is why you have different signals at different time level in contradiction to what the general chaos pattern is saying? This is also the reason we may have what the traditional traders call “market correction or retracement” 
So what do you do?

You need to understand 
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Nevertheless, the concept is saying that if in a bullish trend, the opposing fractals in step 1 are conquered; the same behavior will repeat itself by conquering the opposing fractals in step on to step 3 and to the end of step 4 or the end of day or the end of the general chaos pattern that started in step 1 or lower time frame for instance.

Again this is contrary to waiting for signals at the higher time frame and that is why classical indicators followers are late entrants to the market. For a day trader, by the time signals happened, the chaos is already approaching its ends.

At some point in the chaos phase or surface, panic and ruins are unavoidable because the chaos pattern has reached itself life span or dissipative phase. This results in the following behaviours:
1. panic selling or buying due to fear of closing bells or some are just greediness on the part of advantaged traders pushing up prices;

2. ruins due to  exit or profit taking of large participants that entered the market early enough;
3. winners are people who enter early and are able to fight to the highest peak but exit the market with some protected profit as forces of dumping becomes more stronger at the higher level
4. Losers are those relying on inefficient market indicators to enter the market when people at the highest peak of fractal levels are already leaving the market.

Anyone who wants to always be successful in the market should be well-versed in financial chaos and fractal analysis. It is an approach to the study of financial markets, using chaos and interpretation of fractal patterns on a chart to determine actions of market participants.
 “If we know the chaos pattern, we should be able to exploit fractal pattern (small window of opportunity) formed at smaller scales to enter the market, believing that the same pattern will unfold itself as price progresses from smaller plane to higher plane in a pre-determined chaos manner.”

As a chaotic trader you will be able to: 

1. map regions of  panic and ruins on your trading chart;
2. spot precise regions of entries at the start of a chaos pattern for the day;
3. work out exit points at the end of a chaos pattern; 

4. see clearly ahead where major fractals and obstacles are located.
The only thing that can influence or alter the chaos pattern of a given day is a super natural events – earth quakes, terrorism, sudden surge of climatic events, but even then such anomalies are temporal and the market will return to its prevailing chaotic pattern of the day if such events have not already been factored in by the largest market participants.  In other words, if you enter the market on time at the start of a chaos, and use good trade management you cannot be defeated so easily since you will always be able to protect your trade with +5-10 pips  be able to determine correctly the impact of major external events.

Believe me or not, from my experience I know that, the most obvious knowledge and skills are the most negleted by most of the students (as we all are, aren't we?). For 90% or more of them, the more simple a concept is, the more suspicious seems it to them, their scepticism and denial to accept this increase. The standard approach is "This couldn't be so simple!" 
This is why many trades are constantly looking fancy indicators, charting software and entry/exit signal subscription services allowing squeezing them one more time. [/quote]

I disagreed with you and I think that majority of traders have not been exposed to the right simple chaos trading techniques. No one will experience a consistent winning technique and opt for a complex one. Most traders claimed that they have got burnt before but if you asked them how much money or time they spent in training you will discovered most have not spent an average of $100.00.  
On the other hand, even if I have to agree with you on the fact that 90% traders are just wondering around looking for holy grail, that alone makes the business of training a permanent lucrative business you and I should be looking into as added portfolio to our normal trading if it can be provided.
