The way I see it:
Sometime, in order to understand something that seems difficult at the first sight, I look to find a simpler parallel; I compare it to something familiar to me. This is what I used in this case ,something VISUAL , to simplify my understanding, making it king of “friendly” to  my mind, just like enzyme friendly to my stomach  which facilitate food absorption! Right?

Phillip Nel didn’t only give us the 4HrMacd Strategy for free. He gave it “completely”! He wants us to Make it like we’ve made that system ourselves, to make it ours. He is giving us examples in order to facilitate comprehension, absorption, just like enzyme! …Have a bite!

It looks to me like he doesn’t want us to swallow the system but to absorb it, making it ours.

The following is partial absorption of the system, don’t forget that! Please refer to M. Nel’s explanations for better and complete understanding of the system.

There it goes!
If I want to go to the 2nd floor I could use a rope: a simple structure !
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Or a more sophisticated way: a strairway:
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I used 3 lines:

The red one: just imagine someone running up the stairway on the edge of the tread; right on the nozing…I guess you have done that too!

The blue line (or the stair tread itself), normal way of going upstairs.
The purple line is the stringer, last support to go up!

Below: the movement: different from the rope: way of going up.
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Starting from the floor:

1.There is a move up (from the floor meaning no longer on the same level),2 then a pull back (does find support there: meaning there is a stair tread.) 3. and a final move away (up in this case) it is repeated on each move.
But what is telling me that I’m still going up?

Look at the littles circles below:

Those littles circles are telling me that are that height I have already started a move up, this is my personnal “trigger” saying to me that I am still going up, on a continuous move up.Just before I was still in a pull back. Now it is completely in a opposite direction (which is up)

Now I put some values on those lines: 8ema, 21ema, 89sma
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Now look at this: I don’t need to put a comment on that one!
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Or on this one:
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Or this one, look at the stringer getting closer to the treads.
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The structure is kind of disturbed:not as safe as it is suppose to be!- be careful

What about a chart now?

I used the same colors as the stairways! (…do you see the runner? The stair tread,the stringer?
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The red is (8ema) the runner on the edge, on the nozing.( he is not there all the time!)
The blue is(21ema) the stair treads, normal way of moving up.

The purple is(89sma) the stringer, below that it is bearish!

1.There is a move up,crosses 89sma (from the floor meaning no longer on the same level),2. then a pull back (does find support there: meaning there is a stair tread.) 3.and a final move away (up in this case) it is a repeated on each move.

Look at the second TC there is a horizontal line where the trade should be taken, look below there is a TC (vertical doted line), which would be my little circles on the stairway example.

Do you see now the movement?, the rhythm? 
Your entry should be on a tread!(blue line) on the close of the candle.
Now let’s go for a fine tuning! It is done on the 1hr chart:

1 hr chart:
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The fine tuning is includes in the yellow circle: quite lower sometime than the entry per the rule. So the risk is lower.

There is more to the rules that is not include in my explanation, refer to M. Phillip Nel marvellous work for a complete view of the system.
But just up there on the chart you can see easily the pull back to the tread (right above the bended yellow arrow), right there…then the anticipation now is that it should move away…
